On receipt of your completed application, details of your Name, Address, Date of Birth, Date of Application, Reason for 

Application and Trustees’ Decision will be kept by the Grants Secretary for a period of two years.  A copy of this information will be sent to you for your confirmation, to be signed by you as correct and returned to the Grants Secretary.
